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This year’s Relay for Life overall theme is “At The Movies.” We encourage your group to use this theme as the basis
for your Campsite decorations, Spirit Stick/Baton choice and decorations, costumes and anything else you would like to
work it into. Movie genres, characters, specific movies, etc. are all possibilities.

RELAY FOR LIFE THEME TIMES ARQOUND THE TRACK:

In keeping with the overall theme, with one notable exception, our theme times around the track — where walkers must fit
the theme to be on the track — will be movie genres: Sci-Fi/Fantasy, Westerns, Animated Movies, Scary Movies, Black
and white movies, and Musicals. The one exception: Opposite Gender time (dressing like the opposite gender).

RELAY FOR LIFE CONTEST LIST:

Spirit Award

The group that shows the most Spirit will be deemed “Most Spirited” and will have their name put on the Spirit Banmer
that is displayed each year at Relay. The winning group is allowed to keep the banner with them until the next Relay For
Life. The Spirit Contest takes place as all groups try to top one another in loudness, creativity, or other displays of Spirit.
Groups are judged as a whole, regardless of size.

Best Decorated Campsite
Campsites are judged on theme, decorations, inclusion of costumes or t-shirts, creativity, and overall presentation. Judged
between Opening Ceremonies and Midnight Mass. Judged by Survivors. A trophy is given to the group for this contest.

Best Decorated Batons / Spirit Sticks

A Baton or Spirit Stick representing your team is carried on the track at all times. Batons can be elaborate as you want,
and are judged on creativity and theme. They do not have to match the theme of your campsite. A trophy is given for this
contest.

Best Dessert

We invite every group to submit a dessert (or many desserts!) for the survivor reception, to be enjoyed by the survivors
attending the Relay. Contest occurs at the Survivor reception, just after Opening Ceremonies. Desserts will be judged by
the survivors, and a trophy is given for this contest. Many desserts will be shared and therefore each does not have to be
large. A small trophy is given to the group for this contest.

Relay Olympics:

We will have several goofy games throughout the night. The group winning the most games, or performing best overall,
will win the Relay Olympics for 2010. A large “traveling” trophy is given for this contest. The winning group keeps the
trophy for a year, then passes it on to the next winners.

“No-Talent” Talent Shew

The worse you are, the better you’ll do! No talent is needed, just a commitment to let yourself be laughed at! Contestants
get three minutes to prove that they have (no) talent! Winners are decided by applause from the crowd after all contestants
have performed. The more elaborate, the better. Contestants should bring their own music and any supplies. A trophy is
given to the performer(s) for this contest
